Section II - Work, Home, Church and Mentor Preferences

This same student classification may also enable you to defer your student loans. 3. Are you aware that before entering the program, each Fellow is required to either pay  $5,500 out of pocket in tuition to seek financial and prayer support from his or her family, friends and church community to meet such costs?
4. Are you aware that the Kinston Fellows Program begins in early September and goes through to the end of May?

The Kinston Fellows Program has written guidelines for the dating of other Fellows of the same Fellows Class wherein we ask each Fellow to adhere to a “Waiting Period” consisting of the FIRST SEMESTER, before they pursue a dating relationship with another Fellow. We do this so that dating does not become a distraction to the group and so Fellows can begin to build deep community in the early months of the program without it being awkward in any way. We have found that this creates healthy boundaries and takes the pressure off as men and women begin to build deep friendships in the first part of the program. If you have any questions or concerns about these guidelines, we would love to hear from you and ask that you express such questions or concerns below. NOTE: Please also ask the Fellows Program Interviewer or contact the Fellows Director, Bryan Johnson, if you have any questions about why we have these guidelines.
